The Centre National de la Danse
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The Centre National de la Danse (CND)

Nicolas Villodre (Image Section / The Centre National de la Danse)

The CND, acronym for Centre national de la danse, is a
public institution established by the French Ministry of
Culture in 1998, following the decision by the Parisian
suburb of Pantin to make available the administrative
building designed by the architect Jacques Kalisz in
1965, for a symbolic one franc. Reconstruction work
undertaken by Antoinette Robain and Claire Guieysse
to adapt the building to its new function earned them
the LEquerre d’Argent, the most outstanding architec-
tural award in France.

The CND opened its doors to the public during the
2000-2001 season and over the years, successively, has
had as its directors: Michel Sala (1998-2007), former
co-director of Régine Chopinot’s Ballet Atlantique;
Monique Barbaroux (2008-2013), an énarque, pre-
viously at the CNC and the Comédie Frangaise. She
reorganized its administration and made her mark in
the building by re-arranging the third floor into offices
and the fourth floor to accommodate, at the end of
2012, the Cinémathéque de la danse; Mathilde Mon-
nier, student of Viola Farber at the CNDC in Angers,
then a member of the company, a performer, as well as
choreographer alongside Francois Verret, Jean-Francois
Duroure, or alone, as creator of some fifty pieces. She
remained for twenty years at the head of the CCN in
Montpellier, and has been its executive director since
2014.

The CND has assimilated former organizations that
had generated it, mostly related to contemporary dance:
the dance section of the Teacher Training Institute of
Dance and Music, the Institute of Musical and Chore-
ographic Pedagogy, the Contemporary Dance Theater,
Dance Documentation at Cité de la Musique, and the
Cinémathéque de la Danse. Now situated on one site, the
CND has retained their major functions, as defined by
its administrative supervision: providing training and

services to professionals, heritage and media library,

creation and dissemination. Its various teams comprise
around one hundred permanent employees, including
eight in Rhone-Alpes.

While waiting for the renovation of weathered fagades,
the building was refurbished in 2016, making it bright-
er and easier to access. Equipped with thirteen rehearsal
studios, four of which are open to the public for public
representations or “performances,” it also houses a cen-
tre for dancers, a media library, the Cinémathéque de la
Danse, a conference and screening room, a cafeteria, as
well as collections and a corpus of training, resources,
and services for professionals and dance companies.
Access to the CND is possible without card or for-
mality, to any citizen of the world, irrespective of age.
Access to its media library is free in the afternoon on
weekdays: it is currently closed at weekends. It is possi-
ble to consult thousands of publications on site and to
borrow many of them. Temporary exhibitions enhanced
with audio-visual documents from the Image Pole and
Cinématheque screenings are regularly presented. Per-
formances are presented in the evening at reasonable
admission prices. Visits to the Centre and workshops
are organized for groups of less than thirty individuals
of different age groups: schoolchildren, amateurs, disa-

bled or disadvantaged.
